






NOAA’s 250-foot research vessel Okeanos Explorer, its crew and scientists will be 

homeported at the Business Park’s Pier 1.  

The Okeanos, NOAA’s fi rst vessel dedicated to exploration, will work closely with 

the University of Rhode Island’s School of Oceanography and Inner Space Center 

creating a scientifi c hub for ocean exploration in Southern Rhode Island.

The Okeanos Explorer’s mission to map the physical, biological, chemical and 

archeological aspects of the ocean is supported by a new research and offi ce 

building in the Business Park that provides additional space for 

experiments, equipment and storage.

A few examples

• Electric Boat Corporation shifted more of its manufacturing work to 

Quonset and invested over $30 million in improvements to expand 

and create effi ciencies in its submarine construction process.

• North Atlantic Distribution, Inc. (NORAD) expanded its auto import 

processing facility, increasing its work force by over 15% and 

making Quonset’s Port of Davisville the 5th largest auto importer in 

North America. 

• Toray Plastics America has its 70 acre corporate headquarters at the 

Quonset Business Park. The most advanced fi lm facility of its kind 

in North America, it is increasing its production capabilities. 

• Ocean State Job Lot is taking full advantage of the Business Park’s 

land resources and easy highway access. It has expanded its network 

of stores and has added 660,000 square feet to its Quonset 

footprint with a new corporate headquarters, distribution center 

and warehouse. The retailer’s Quonset based workforce has 

increased by 43%.

Demolition

• Demolished 300 old Navy buildings totaling over 

2 million square feet

• Opened 140 acres for new development

Roads

• Direct highway access – new Route 403 connector

• Constructed/repaired Business Park roads and utilities –  

providing for better vehicle circulation and access to 

interior parcels totaling 350 acres

Rail

• FRIP – provides dedicated freight line to Boston Switch

• Internal rail improvements – replaced 36,000 LF of track

• For the fi rst time in Business Park history, autos are 

transported to and from Park by rail

Waterfront

• Replaced wooden bulkhead south of Pier 1
